Hyderabad: Currently, India
holds seven billion sft of green
building footprint. The target is
to reach 10 billion sft by 2022,
which might be achieved before-
hand, says CIT-IGBC.

According to statistics provided
by CII-IGBC, in India, there are
5424 green building projects,
more than 1,800 green offices,
over 250 green factories and 14
lakh dwelling units. Moreover, in
2018 itself the country added two
billion sft of green space, making
the target to reach 10 billion sft
achievable before 2022, C Shekar
Reddy, Chairman, IGBC Hyder-
abad Chapter, told reporters here.

Reddy further said that in the
green building index, Maharash-
trastands firstwith highest green
space footprint, while Telangana
ranks fifth with 242 million sft
from over 355 green building
projects registered with IGBC, in
which, 126 operational establish-
ments havereceived certification
from the council.

As the country’s green build-
ing movement gathers mo-
mentum with a green build-
ing footprint of over 7 billion
sq ft, experts at the CII Green
Building Conference here
called for a crusade against
climate change.

Expressing the need to ap-
proach green buildings as a
part of the overall fight
against global warming, the
CIl Indian Green Building
Council is looking to_cover
all the upcoming smart cit-
ies and engage them with a
slew of green initiatives and
follow it up by rating them.

In her inaugural address,
Telangana Governor Tamil-
isai Soundararajan under-
lined the need and import-
ance of conserving the
environment and cultivating
amindset of responsible and
sustainable development.

Quoting some of the anec-
dotes of former President Ab-
dul Kalam and social re-
former and freedom fighter

i
Sarojini Naidu, the Governor
said, “Make Green a way of
life and appreciate the
bounty of nature.”

“No life can exist without
water,” she said, to stress the
importance of water conser-
vation, quoting a Tamil
couplet.

Citing the Prime Minister’s
address at the UN Climate
Conference, she said what
the Prime Minister has said is
very relevant: The time to
talk is over, world needs to
act, to address global warm-
ing problems.

“Raj Bhavan has imple-
mented several green build-
ing measures such as solar
power with net metering, en-
ergy efficiency lighting, rain-
water harvesting, and has a
policy of no single-use
plastics. We use glass bottles
and earthen glasses,” she
said, emphasising the need
to take care of the
environment.

V Suresh, Chairman of
IGBC, told BusinessLine that
from a start-up about 19

years ago, the Green building
movement has come a long
way, with 25 rating systems
covering green - homes,
factories, metro rails and
now smart cities.

“After the initial focus on
the green building move-
ment, we are now looking at

. covering the environment

and its impact and how to
mitigate global warming
concerns,” Suresh said.

“It is important to make
environment part of the
green building movement as
various stakeholders, plan-
ners, developers, general
public who have built their
homes, become part of the
movement. Therefore, we are
focussing on the Smart Cities
Mission where 100 smart cit-
ies are at various stages of
implementation,” he said.

“The challenge is to make
existing cities smart. So as a
Centre with expertise in
Green Building Movement,
we are associated with more
than 12 smart cities now un-
der way. These include Bho-

pal, Indore, Visakhapatnam,
Udaipur, Jaipur, Ajmer, and
Panchkula, among others,”
he said. ;

C Sekhar Reddy, Chairman,
IGBC, Hyderabad Chapter,
said a number of initiatives
have been planned as a part
of the Centre’s efforts to pro-
mote the green building
movement. “We are in the
process of signing up with
the Telangana Government
to incorporate Green Build-
ing movement in the syl-
labus of several courses, in-
cluding in the architecture
and engineering faculties.”

Jamshyd Godrej, Chair-
man, ClI Godrej GBC, said,
“We need to make water con-
servation and its recycling a
top priority in all kinds of de-
velopment, including con-
struction of buildings.

Sunshot Technologies, a
turnkey solar rooftop solu-
tions provider, is engaged in
parleys to raise funds for ex-
pansion, scaling up its capa-
city and reach.

The company has de-
veloped an IoT (Internet of
Things)-based plant manage-
ment system that helps mon-
itor and manage energy us-
age in companies and
facilities.

Rahul Dasari, Chief Execut-
ive Officer and Director of
Sunshot, said, “To address
the key pain points of com-
panies in managing energy
usage efficiently, we have de-
veloped an loT-based Energy
Management Solution, Sun-
shot Energy Analytics, that
brings together all applica-
tions of a customer site onto
a single platform. This plat-
form helps monitor every
device, gather data and facil-
itate better management
through a dashboard.”

“Taking the next step, we
are developing Industry 4.0
based automation feature on
the Analytics platform that
will be capable of taking con-

trol action using data from

. interconnected devices to

optimise the energy usage
which can improve the oper-
ating efficiency of the indus-
trial facility,” he said.

Having raised funds in the
past through a seed fund and
later another round from
Ravi Nigam, MD of Tasty Bite,
the company is now in the
process of raising major
round of fund towards ex-
panding operations.

Cheaper rates

Dasari said, “Our approach is
simple. We set up solar in-
stallations on rooftops of

companies, institutions,
public places like railway sta-
tions and airports, corporate
offices and commercial
spaces, assuring them 30-35
per cent cheaper power as
compared to what they get
from the grid.”

He added, “This makes for
a compelling proposition for
companies as they do not in-
vest in the unit and they get
power at cheaper rates.”

“This model has helped us
set up plants at CII IGBC, the
Mumbai and Bengaluru air-
ports, Nampally, Pune rail-
way stations and our client
list includes Tata Motors,
Force Motors, Fiat, several
auto sector and hospitality
players,” he said.

“Thus far we have had over
175 installations and en-
gaged with over 70 leading
corporates in the country,
he said.

The green buildings move-
ment in India is now 18
years ago. We are now 700
crore sqft green building
space. IGBC now has more
than 94 per cent share in
rating green buildings.
There are also other rating
agencies. We now have set
atarget of 100 crore sqft by
2022, when India will turn
75. We are hopeful of
achieving this as we will
convert our approach from
tapping B2B players to B2C
players.

We now have 25 rating sys-
tem. Recently, we have
launched net zero energy
ratings. We have already
certified about seven big
projects which have net zero
energy ratings- that is the
amount of energy con-
sumed is equal to the
amount of energy produced.
Woe are moving forward for a
net zero rating on water.
Can youimagine a project

that does not need outside
power and water and treats
allits waste? Net zerorat-
ings will propel the green
movement. The operation
costs are zero- you are sav-
ing on power and water for
a lifetime. We have ratings
for metro stations as well.
We are doing rating all
metro stations in India in-
cluding in Hyderabad.

We started the first building,
a 20,000 sqft facility in Hy-
derabad, with an 18 per cent
higher cost than the conven-
tional building products. We
rate how green products are
green. A product qualifies as
green if it has high recycla-
bility, if it low on energy and
water. Now about 800 prod-
ucts are available and an-
other 200 will be added
soon. We will also have a
green products directry. The
market for green products is
about $ 300 million (about
Rs 2,100 crore Yand we have
barely touched $50 million
(about Rs 350 crore).

Cll Green Building Centre
was set up 15 years back.
Now, we have many build-
ings that follow green prac-
tices. It is now moving from
a push-situation to a pull sit-
uation. Builders too want to
show their sustainability
quotient to sell their prod-
ucts. Hyderabad could have
more than 250 plus green
projects in various stages
and the number will rise to
1,200 projects across Telan-
gana, making it fifth largest
State in green projects.

Our whole motivation is to
make it a people’s move-
ment. People should insist
on hospitals going green as
recovery rates are faster in
such facilities because of
the better air quality and
use of day light. This kind of
demand is already coming
from people.This will spur
the demand for green
spaces and green building
products.

Also, JNTU is using drones for
teaching purposes. IGBC believes
drones can be used in measuring
the progress of the buildings under
construction or material being
used. There can also be applica-
tions in tracking the mining activ-
ity, he points out.
